Responsibilities of IAASTD Review Editors
Review Editors (REs)
Selection process

Two Review Editors will be assigned to each chapter of the Global and Sub-Global reports (for a total of 70 REs). These REs will be selected by the IAASTD Bureau with consideration for geographic and gender balance.

Tasks

Review editors (REs) will:


ensure that all substantive expert and government review comments are given appropriate consideration;


advise LAs on how to handle contentious/controversial issues; and 


ensure genuine controversies are adequately reflected in the text of the Report.  

REs may also assist in identifying reviewers, but their primary task is to ensure that the comments received from all sources are appropriately taken into account. Although responsibility for the final text remains with the authors on the chapter, REs will need to ensure that where significant differences of opinion remain, such differences are described in an annex to the Report. 

Time commitment

About 4 weeks: REs will read all comments after both rounds of peer review -- this should take one week per round. REs must also attend the last two team meetings (one week each) for their assigned chapter in order to ensure the review comments are considered.

Remuneration

Review Editors from non-OECD countries will be provided with travel support to attend two team meetings for the report to which they are assigned.
